6. Thank you.  Kathy Shorey and her “People to People” Group of 15 Student Ambassadors who cleaned the Legion ground June 28th.  They raked and piled tar, sticks and debris that were hauled off the highway department.  The Group removed all the trash and took it to the transfer station.
7. Kelly Woitko has been hired to fill the Deputy Clerk position.  She started Monday July 7th.  
8. The vehicle stickers and free coupons have been ordered for the transfer station.  This year the color will be blue.  We will have them available to sell at the town office Friday August 1.  The stickers will be effective September 1, 2014 – August 31, 2015.  Sticker cost $20.00.
9. Canal Campground Update:     All permits and licenses have been received.  The electrical, plumbing and cleanup work BA Services and the Town had to complete has been done.  They started renting lots the July 4th weekend.  They have some campers in for the week this week. The on-site grounds keeper is there every day.  His camper and the office building are all set up.  They have paid their first and second lease payments and $775 of the final payment was paid also.  Balance now due by September 1st is $1,500.  The highway crew repaired, refinished and framed the old Canal Bridge Campground sign.  They cleared and cut back the overgrown brush in the ditching area along the road.
10. Frank Carroll and I signed the 2014 Road Project contract Tuesday.  Total contract cost is $244,495.  They expect to begin the end of July with a completion date of August 29th.
11. Southern Maine Planning & Development Commission (SMPDC) Annual Report 2014.
12. Graustein Tennis Courts will be closed from Monday July 28th through Sunday August 10th for resurfacing.  Notice has been put in the Conway Sun, Bridgton News and Town web site.
13. The 2008 cruiser was offered to the second highest bidder for $1,050.  The car was picked up by Chris Fitch Tuesday.
14.  The Town mows and maintains Peary Park where the benches are located.  However, we do not mow and maintain the property on the other side of the tree line because it is private property.
15. Update on Maine DOT Paving Project from the state line to River Road.  The road project will consist of patching with a thin coat of asphalt and is still scheduled to begin in July.  I haven’t received confirmation of the start date.
16. Yesterday I met with Bruce Thibodeau from Parsonsfield who was representing Boy Scout Troup 99. The Troup is working on a Service Project that includes Fryeburg’s “Battle of Lovewell Pond” called the “Lovewell Fight”.  Approximately 12-13 adults and scouts will be putting in at Swans Falls (canoes and kayaks) on Monday August 11th.  They will stay at Walker’s Monday night and move across to the “Battleground Monument” on Lovewell Pond Road on Tuesday August 12th.  They are interested in putting up a sign, flag pole, new fence or repair and cleaning the brass plaque on the granite rock.   
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
