Holiday - Town Departments Closed
1. Police Reports: June 2 – 8; June 9 – 15.
2. Thank you “West Oxford Agricultural Society” (Fryeburg Fair) for their generous donation of $100,000, in lieu of taxes on their tax exempted property.  We received $50,000 in October 2013 and $50,000 in June 11, 2014.  
3. We received another Safety Enhancement Grant from the financial incentives program offered to us as members of the MMA Workers’ Compensation Fund.  The $868 was requested to cover two-thirds of the purchase of 2 computer monitor arms, 3 desk chairs and 60” desk for the police department and a desk chair for the manager.

6. We received 18 applications for the Deputy Clerk position.  We are in the process of reviewing them and plan to schedule interviews next week. 
7. I attended the Mt. 10. I called Stow Selectman Richard Meserve about the condition of the Stow end of the South Chatham Road we plow.  He is waiting for an estimate from Perma Seal to shim the 3 sections that we are concerned with. 
11. The vehicle stickers and free coupons have been ordered for the transfer station.  This year the color will be blue.  We will have them available to sell at the town office Friday August 1.  The stickers will be effective September 1, 2014 – August 31, 2015.  
12. Canal Campground: I talked with Eric from B.A.Services today for an update.  They expect to have the final license by the end of next week.  They have to install a backflow preventor after Richard digs the trench next week.  The office building is done and on site. The state will issue the license after they receive a picture of it.  The full-time person will be on site Monday.  The birdhouses have been put up.  They hauled 25-30 loads to the transfer station and have about 5 more to haul.  The bathrooms have been painted.  They will do a final cleaning inspection next week before they open.  The Town has finished the plumbing and electrical work (new pole and meter installed) and cleaned a lot of the old debris left behind.  They have 12 reservations scheduled for August.  
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
